It was the most painful period of my life watching my mother seclude further into herself during my youth years, and finding that all my power to alleviate my mothers sickness was not enough. I had never thought however that this painful period was going to inspire me or do anything but harm in my life, but after having spent a gap year working and going through A-Z of all the educations I was interested in, I found Medicine with the subspecialty of Psychiatry, and for the first time of all the careers and educations I have looked through I felt that much sought feeling of a perfect match. Working to aid those whose illnesses burden their mind, and also to delve into understanding exactly how the sicknesses of the mind work, to finally come to grips with what it was that hit my mother. I could imagine no greater honor than being allowed to work toward this, and my resolve is stronger than ever.
While I do not yet posses formal experience in Healthcare, it is a sad fact, that most of my youth years was just about that, taking care of  my mother and trying to help her life in whatever ways I could. I had no personal space of peace to study in no more, I was with my single mother at home and thus the impact.

It would mean everything to me to be allowed onto the Access to Medicine course and go onto study the field of medicine, and if I was allowed I have reached a stage in my life of complete clarity that this is exactly what I want to dedicate my life to, and I will provide determination and a complete devotion to studying the curriculum needed for medicine.
